We want to know how many girls
graduated from our schools and how many of them decided fto continue with their education. Our aim will
never be fulfilled if we are achieving it alone. Definitely your support and generous donations are essential to
our mission. Your efforts act as a great part in enriching the lives of many girls.

It has been ten years since springboard schools project has started.

From day one we were always keen to know the status of our schools
and their effect on the girls’ lives. Days and years have passed and now
the girls are graduating.

Today, more than 10,000 girls have learned fto read and write. Around
4,000 girls have graduated from our schools and almost 2200 girls of
them are currently enrolled in middle schools to confinue their
education.

Springboard Team has met some of them to know their latest updates
and encourage them to continue their education. We are very proud to
see how much they have learned and the confidence they gained. The
graduates have a lot of dreams and they are wiling to face the
challenges and continue their education to reach their goals.

Some of them are looking forward to be doctors or engineers, others
want fo be lawyers but most of them want to be teachers when they
grow up .When we asked why, the answer was always “because we
love our teacher and we want to be like her.”

The graduates are also very connected to springboard schools; they are
still in contact with their teachers and they regularly pass by them after
they finish their classes in their middle schools. We were very happy to
know that some graduates are currently enrolled in high schools.
